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CONSTITUTION AND BY-LAWS OF THE
SOUTHBOROUGH ORGANIZATION FOR SCHOOLS, INC.

ARTICLE I: NAME OF THE ORGANIZATION
This organization shall be known as the Southborough Organization for School, Inc.

ARTICLE II: PURPOSE AND PHILOSOPHY
The purpose of this organization is to enhance the learning experience of the children
attending the Southborough Public Schools.

A. SECTION ONE: SOS is a local non-profit organization. It is not affiliated with any
other state or national organization.

B. SECTION TWO: SOS shall not be used to promote political campaign or religious
ideologies.

C. SECTION THREE: SOS shall promote teacher/parent and schoollhome/community
relations and communication.

D. SECTION FOUR: SOS shall assist the schools in providing an enriching, well
rounded experience for our children, SOS shall provide funding for cultural and
educational enrichment programs.

E. SECTION FIVE: SOS shall support the core values of the Southborough School
system. These being:

1. That the Southborough Public Schools respect the dignity of all members
of the school system and embrace their diversity.

2. That the Southborough Public Schools support the commitment of its
educational community to active learning.

3. That the Southborough Public Schools support shared decision-making.

III. ARTICLE III: MEMBERSHIP AND DUES

A. SECTION ONE: Membership sh~ll be open t>9Southborough resident.s, sti!ff
of the Southborough Public Schools and families of students attending
Southborough Public Schools.

B. SECTION TWO: Membership shall be available without regard to race, color,
creed, sex, national origin, veteran, or handicapped status.

C. SECTION THREE: Annual dues are established by the General Board for the
upcoming SOS term, prior to the annual meeting.

IV. ARTICLE IV: MEETINGS

A. SECTION ONE: SOS shi!ll meet. reguli!rly during the school ye~r. A quorum
constitutes eight(8) members, two(2) of whom must be officers.

B. SECTION TWO: The annual meeting shall be held no later than June 15th.
The meeting shall include the election of officers. Nominations for the
election ballot may be made from the floor at the annual meeting with the
consent of the nominee. A majority vote of the current General SOS board is needed for election. A
quorum constitutes ten(lO) members, two(2) of whom must be officers.
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
